Work Equipment*


The Water Tank will only be used under supervision of a qualified level 2 coach.

Equipment is maintained by competent persons

All work equipment shall be subject to the requirement of EU and UK legislation and regulations, be purchased fit for use and be maintained/inspected in line with manufacturers specification 

Young Persons must be supervised at all times

Young Persons are not permitted to carry out repairs upon work equipment.

Club Members and visitors are instructed not to use equipment unless they have been trained on it first.

A regular review of accident/incident data takes place to establish trends. 

Safety bulletins/notices are in place to inform/instruct users on corrective action 
Prior to commencement of any use of tank the L2 coach must have undergone induction on tank use.

Electricity


The electrical installation complies with published standards for areas likely to be subject to occasional water splash.

Lighting is provided by means of uplighters fixed to the walls at high level. 

Pump/water filtration unit is located at floor level adjacent to the tank. 

Maintenance is carried out when electricity is isolated; The area is cordoned off during works when appropriate. A safe system of work and risk assessments along with vetted contractors is in place. 

Cables are managed so as to minimise risk of accidental damage and slips trips and falls.

Regular maintenance and inspection of electrical equipment and switch boards is in place.

All electrical systems comply with applicable regulation 
Trip hazard signage required until walkway and filter/pump boxing is completed.

Noise*


Young persons shall not be exposed to noise levels exceeding national exposure levels

Hazardous Substances*


Diesel fuel is only stored in the generator fuel tank in the generator room. The main generator tank is topped up by means of manual refilling with jerry can and funnel.

Appropriate signs are in place to warn of danger and no smoking.

Young person shall not be permitted to use or have access to any hazardous substances

Working at Heights


No young person shall work at height

Extremes of Temperature


Extremes of temperature may be found in the Gym Shed, safe systems of work are in place with trained and competent coaches employed.

Plentiful supply of drinking water is available and safe refuge away from the training environment (club house). 

Showers are available to provide hot or cold water to cool or heat individuals. 

All club members & users of the indoor tank are responsible for ensuring they wear suitable clothing & footwear for the training environment at all times and in all weathers.

Young person shall not be exposed to extremes of temperature

Manual Handling*


Club members are to be instructed on initial joining of club how to undertake significant manual handling of related rowing equipment.

Young Persons shall be supervised at all times when manual handling of heavy equipment is involved.

Work which involves stretching up, down or out shall be taken under strict control of the coach in charge at the time.

Slips, trips & falls


The water tank is classed as a wet area.

Appropriate signs are in place to warn of possible slippage.

All persons are advised to wear appropriate foot wear.

Young Persons will be supervised at all times

Regular inspection and housekeeping is in place
Restricted area signs in place by the east area of the tank

Flooding


Each of the two tanks hold 4500 ltrs of water.  

Although the structure reduces the possibility of loss of water any failure in the integrity of either or both of the tanks could prove a danger

L


Access to Water Tank seats


Coaches are to ensure all persons are fully conversant with this prior to anyone taking up their positions.

All participants MUST have had a warm up/stretch prior to use of tank.

Access to and from seats will always be under control of the supervisor.

Seats 1 – 4 will be accessed from the bow side (west) of the tank.

Seats 5 – 8 will be accessed from the stern side (east) of the tank.

In both cases access to and from the seats will be by use of the appropriate steps up to the walk way and then onto their respective seat.


There are increased forces involved in moving large mass of water, warm up/stretch before hand is vital.

This will be done in reverse order i.e. 4 – 3 – 2 – 1 on accessing and then numerically on departing.

This will be done in numerical order i.e. 5 – 6 – 7 - 8 on accessing and then in reverse on departing.

Use of Water Tank Walkway


Other than when accessing or departing from seat positions, no one other than those authorised are to use the walk way.

Only the Level 2 Coach in charge of the session will access to the walk way whilst the tank is in use and then only as a training need.
This is to be kept to the absolute minimum and their must be at least one other person assisting the  coach on the ground as this happens

Fire & Emergencies*


The Club has a full emergency procedure in place and a fire risk assessment is also in place which covers emergency evacuation. Further details can be found on the safety boards.

Appropriate emergency procedure shall be reviewed to ensure it is suitable and sufficient for young persons.

Young Persons to be supervised at all times and the responsible coach to ensure that they direct young persons in the event of an emergency.

Exit doors are checked for correct operation on a weekly basis

Fire fighting equipment is maintained and serviced with appropriate records kept.

Emergency exit lighting is above all doors and is maintained by a competent person.
